WHO IS GOD?
GOD IS OUR CREATOR AND THE KING OF EVERYTHING.

In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. God said, “Let 
there be light,” and there was light. God saw that the light was good, and 
God separated the light from the darkness. God called the light “day,” and He 
called the darkness “night.” That was the first day.

God separated the waters that were on the surface of the earth from the 
waters that were above the earth. He called the space above the earth “sky.” 
That was the second day. God created dry land on the earth. He gathered the 
waters and called them “seas.” God commanded the earth to grow plants and 
trees. That was the third day. Next, God put lights in the sky—a sun and the 
moon and stars.
